By now you know the Rev. Margaret Brack is our next Rector of The Church of the Holy Spirit. 
I wrote this article after meeting and visiting with her, before the announcement was made. I 
am delighted that Mother Margaret is coming to CHS! She has vast, diversified and well-
rounded experience in many areas of ministry, not least of which being an accomplished musi-
cian, liturgist and artist. Margaret and her husband Jim are talented singers, both having sung in 
choirs. They are parents of two grown sons and a daughter. Approachable and compassionate, 
Mother Margaret is well-qualified for pastoral care. A gifted communicator and preacher, she 
also is involved in prayer, healing ministries, outreach and education.    Coming from a military background, with 
family members who have served in the U.S. Air Force, I believe she will be a good fit for our parish and its over-
all culture. Mother Margaret begins her ministry here on All Saintsõ Day. Please pray for the logistics involved with 
their cross-country move from Maryland!  

When she starts I will have served as ôCovenanted Long-term Supply Priestõ for two and a half months. (CHS was 
without a full-time rector for four months after Father Tom retired at Juneõs end.) In that brief time much has 
happened. I didnõt count down the days with any sense of  relief before leaving this position. Quite the opposite; I 
will miss it. The chief operational    difference between Mother Margaretõs responsibilities as rector and what I did 
is that she is full-time and I was part-time. (at my request) Her ôcallõ as rector at CHS, by its very nature, is a per-
manent position. My ôcallõ here, by its very nature, was temporary and contractual. As rector she also has adminis-
trative responsibilities and I had none. (again, at my request) The Church of the Holy Spirit needs a full-time rec-
tor in order to advance the ministries enjoyed during Father Tomõs service. Mother Margaret has the broad skills, 
drive, energy, depth and vision to devote to the level and scope of ministry which is needed here and take us into 
the future. It has been a joy and privilege to serve with you during this transitional time. Everyone has been very 
kind to Carol and me. Thanks to the vestry, wardens, staff and many other     volunteers who willingly, cheerfully 
and selflessly serve at this special place. If we were    looking for a church, this is where I would want to be!

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The 158th Annual Council 

October 23-25, 2025 was the 158th Annual Council for the Episcopal 
Diocese of Nebraska.  Clergy and laity from across the state in Omaha as 
part of our canonical requirements and to learn, worship and have 
fellowship.  Hereõs a little insight into what the participants experienced. 

Thursday evening many picked up their registration packets, had a light 
dinner, listened to a short presentation by artist Littleton Alston (created 
the sculpture outside of All Saints and will be unveiling one at the 
Cathedral soon), and participated in a very moving Evensong at the 
Cathedral.   

Friday offered Centering Prayer and Eucharist (featuring our first ever 
Council Choir) again at the Cathedral.  Afterwards we moved to Howard 
Hall on the campus of Clarkson College and began the Council meeting.  
The Bishopõs Address introduced new clergy as well as clergy new to 
Nebraska and announced that the biggest Vocation Inventory Retreat ever will take place this year as part of six 
people continuing to discern their call to ordained ministry ð three from the panhandle!  We were also reminded 
that this year marks the 40th anniversary of permanent deacons in Nebraska.  Itõs hard to believe it has been that 
long! He also talked about the painful decision to close the church in DeWitt, but by the Grace of God, the selling 
of that building and other property funds are available for other ministerial uses.  Also, the buildings will be used 
to serve the communities in some of the best ways possible.   

The Bishop also shared exciting happenings around our diocese including Bishop Marian Budde of Washington 
coming to Nebraska 12/11/25.   

Bishop Barker also commented on his appointment as Executive Director for the College of Bishops aka òSchool 
for Baby Bishops.ó  He is excited about this role, but promised that it will not impact his service to Nebraska, just 
cause a few calendaring issues. 

He concluded with great appreciation for the work in our diocese from all of us.  As usual, it was moving and 
invigorating. 

The Canon gave her address as well.  Her address pointed out the addition of Holy Hosts church as new to the 
Council with representation.  This is the parish that meets every other week in someoneõs home.  She also 
introduced two people who had been ordained since the previous council and one who will be ordained soon. 

She continued by thanking the search committees of All Saints, St. Lukeõs Kearney and Church of the Holy Spirit 
for their work in finding our new priests.  She also noted that St. Albanõs in McCook is still looking. 

Fr. Tom Jones and Mthr. Stephanie Swinnea were recognized for their 
retirements.  Fr. Tom was noted as having the longest tenure of any priest in the 
diocese in one parish.   

We then heard many short presentations: 

*Bishop Kemper School for Ministry :The new dean presented. There are 45 
people currently enrolled. Courses for those on ordination track as well as laity 

*Erasing Medical Debt started at St. Andrewõs: 304% of goal reached! $7,466,960 of medical debt for Nebraskans 
erased!!!! 3,958 people, mostly in rural communities, benefitted 

*Camp Canterbury is looking for counselors for July 13-17, 2026 
*The Benedictine Way which has monastics, oblates, online centering prayer reaching 19 states, Young Adult 
Residency and open prayer Tuesday-Friday 
*Partners in Pilgrimage ð Spring 2027 

We continued with the financial reports.  Beth Byrne, the diocesan Director of Finance, did an amazing job at 
explaining each portion and kept it entertaining.  She covered the Diocesan expenses, the Board and Trustees 
expenses, and the Clarkson Foundation expenses.  The budget for 2026 was passed. 
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The Bishopõs Cross, given annually to one clergy and one lay person each year, was given to Deacon Ellen Ross of 
Trinity Cathedral and Beth Byrne, Director of Finance.  Both presentations were moving and seeing the humble 
shock on both of their faces is something I wonõt soon forget. 

Saturday morning the various delegates for 2027 General Convention and other positions were announced based 
on our votes the previous day.  We ended with an amazing keynote from Creighton Universityõs Dulciea 
Boesenberg.  She discussed Matthewõs Community: Borders and Belongings.  As we enter Year A at the end of 
November, the Gospel lessons will largely be coming from Matthewõs account.  I am hoping the presentation will 
be guiding many preachers in taking a new, more insightful perspective in their sermons. 

The meeting ended promptly (because there was a football game ð Go Huskers!) with the announcement of next 
yearõs Council:  Scottsbluff October 22-24, 2026.  If anyone is interested in serving as a delegate in next yearõs 
Council, please let Mthr. Margaret or a Vestry person know.  We will be voting on delegates at our Annual 
Meeting.
